* becoming withdrawn

* seeming anxious

+ becoming uncharacteristically
aggressive

* lacks social skills and has few friends, if
any

+ poor bond or relationship with a parent

+ knowledge of adult issues inappropriate
for their age

*  running away or going missing

+ always choosing to wear clothes which
cover their body.
